In pursuit of a common goal, the animal friends are confronted by a 
series of challenges that test their courage and serve to unite them 
as they discover new independence along the way.  
 
The author uses a musical rhyme scheme to captivate the reader.  
His purposeful choice of animal characters, highlighting  both subtle 
and obvious physical traits and interpersonal attributes helps to 
educate the reader about the unique abilities of the different charac-
ters (blind, hearing impaired, limb deficiency, multiple sclerosis, 
cerebral palsy, & spinal cord injury-paraplegia).   
 
The illustrator uses a watercolor medium with breathtaking outdoor 
landscapes, and beautifully detailed animals.  Her attention to detail 
captures both the struggles and the joy experienced by the charac-
ters.   
  
A music/interactive DVD accompany the book.  Old time music with 
a wonderful melody makes the characters come alive. The DVD also 
has an interactive capability with interpreted sign language to pro-
vide additional educational information using a unique multi-sensory 
approach.  Copies of the book are also produced in Braille. 
 
The DVD has interactive coloring pages for children. The DVD has a 
Glossary of Terms to further educate the reader.
